PRESENT: Eldridge (Chair), Hertel (SHRA), Lambertson, McDonald, Luna, Miller; STAFF: Lisa Cordell, Terrence Johnson; Guest: Laticia Lawson.
ABSENT: Curran, Jones, Quinn (Roger Dickinson’s Office), Hammond.
WELCOME: Stuart Eldridge (Chair) opened the meeting at 12:15pm by welcoming everyone in attendance.   
APPROVAL of MINUTES: No Quorum.
FINANCIALS: No Quorum.
Security Component: Per the request of Stuart Eldridge, Staff contacted The Greater Broadway Partnership to discuss the possible collaboration of funds to hire a full time Paladin Patrol Officer. Terrence Johnson informed the Board that there has been no response to the suggestion, but staff will continue contacting GBP for future collaboration. 
PBID Renewal: Staff informed the Board that the ballots were mailed out and are now being received at the City. The received ballots will be counted at the City Council Meeting, June 26th and all Board Members are invited to witness the ballot count. Staff had more that 51% of PBID Property Owners sign petitions and project that the PBID will pass.
Directory Update: Staff informed the Board that the directory updates are complete and are now working on contacting businesses in both the Stockton Blvd and Oak Park District to place ads.
Community Against Sexual Harm Event: Staff requested that the OPBA sponsor the CASH Project in the amount of $5000.00 dollars. The Board did not vote on the subject, but felt that the consensus at the table was in aggreance to sponsor the much needed program. 
Staff Recommendations: The Community Pride Project, OPBA and the SBP all benefit from this project; Staff recommends that we support the C.A.S.H. Project as it has a direct impact to the business corridor and business owners. This project falls in our mission under image and maintenance. Terrence Johnson recommends supporting them in the amount of $5000.00.

Weed and Seed Grant Celebrate:  Leticia Lawson the Weed and Seed approached the Board asking them for a cash contribution for match funds that are required by the federal government in the amount of $8500.00. Stuart Eldridge agreed to match funds of the consensus of the group agreed. Board Members at the table agreed that to the match. 
Staff Recommendations: Terre Johnson, Executive Director suggests that the Weed and Seed is a viable program and although not directly impacting the business corridor it is affecting the neighborhood that surrounds it. Terre recommended that we match Weed and Seed funds in the amount of $8500.00.

Oak Park Event: Leticia Lawson thanked the Oak Park Business Association for their $2500.00 dollar contribution to the third successful Oak Park Event.  They had a great attendance and the food vendor sold out of food. Everyone enjoyed the concert in the park and all the information booths.
Street Maintenance: Staff suggested adding landscape into the street clean up. Staff received 2 bids and an add-on cost from Crossroads Diversified, the current service provider. The bid from Hilary Gould Services was less with landscape included. Board made a motion to replace the existing services with the lowest cost provider effective immediately (30 day notice). Motion was made by Stuart Eldridge, motion seconded by Dave Lambertson, all voted aye.
Budget Overview Informational Item: Budget projection year 2009 was presented to illustrate available funds for local projects. Current funds do not include August PBID assessment Revenue expected. A surplus of approx. $76,000.00 at year end plus any additional revenue received during interim.
