PRESENT: Eldridge (Chair), Hertel (SHRA), Lambertson, Luna, Vrilakas, Hewitt (Lauren Hammonds office), Dickinson; STAFF: Lisa Cordell; Guest: Charles Mason (Ubuntu Green), Susan Feenstra (Sac PD).

WELCOME: Stuart Eldridge (Chair) opened the meeting at 12:10pm by welcoming everyone in attendance.   
APPROVAL of MINUTES: Michael Luna moved to approve the minutes as is, Helen Hewitt seconded, all voted aye.
FINANCIALS: David Lambertson moved to approve the financials through September, Helen Hewitt seconded, all voted aye.
Directory Update: Staff informed the Board that the directory is complete and was handed out.
Community Against Sexual Harm Event: Sergeant Susan Feenstra updated the Board about the progress of the Community Against Sexual Harm Program. The C.A.S.H. Program has had 871 outreach contacts, done by Peer Counselors, 766 Drop-In visits, 59 HIV Tests done, and served 142 individual clients. The services of the program include: Food, clothing, wellness products, Rapid HIV testing, structured groups, Support Groups, Alcohol and drug related program referrals as well as emergency housing referrals. The program has acquired approx $80,000.00 dollars in grant funds and approx. $20, 000.00 in private donations. With the funds the program has continued to grow, hiring 5 peer counselors, a licensed clinical physiologist and opened the drop-in center 3 nights a week. C.A.SH. has formed an organizing committee acting as there Board of Directors until the structure is set in place. The Organizing Committee oversees the overall operation while Staff of C.A.S.H and Community Pride Project oversees the day to day operation. C.A.S.H organizing committee requested funds to support their program. 
The Board has determined that the Community Against Sexual Harm is a worthy program directly affecting the Oak Park Business Corridor and has a proven track record of success of acquiring addition funds to sustain an ongoing program. David Lambertson made a motion to approve the support of the C.A.S.H. program by funding them in the amount of $500.00 dollars per month for one year, equaling a total amount of $6000.00 dollars. The money is to be paid monthly or quarterly, Helen Hewitt seconded the motion, all voted aye. 
Prostitution Abatement Information Card: Staff is now working on an information tool to assist business owners in the abatement of prostitution should the activity take place in front of their business. Staff will work with Meghan Tiedemann-Fuller the program director of C.A.S.H as well as the Peer Counselors to determine what information will be included in the final product. Staff will update the Board at the Executive Committee Meeting next month.
Weed and Seed Grant: Latisha Lawson the Weed and Seed Coordinator was not in attendance to give an update.
Street Maintenance: Hilary Gould the new street maintenance contractor informed the Board of his success in the first month. Hilary staff is cleaning up the streets as well as providing landscaping to overgrown area in the business corridor. He informed the Board of the fake twenty dollar bill that was found in a garbage can as well as a fake TV Scam found near a dumpster. Hilary and his team continue to work hard to clean up the blvd as well as report code issues and violations to the city and/or county.
W.C.I.C 73rd Annual Founders Day Celebration: Staff was informed that celebration had already occurred. Staff is to update the Board in any contribution was given to the celebration. Executive Director was out sick and was not able to elaborate on the situation. Staff will update Board that the next meeting on the status of contribution.
New Board Member Update: Ron Vrilakas was in attendance, staff asked Ron to give a brief presentation introducing his self and his interest in the Business Corridor. It was determined by the Board that Ron would be an asset to the Board of Directors and was welcomed by all.

Matt Hertel made the motion to welcome Ron Vrilakas to the Board of Directors as an active member, David Lambertson seconded, all voted aye. 
Holiday Party and Recognition Ceremony with SBP, December 9th:  Staff asked Board if they had a suggestion as to the details of a Holiday Party. Stuart Eldridge (Chair) suggested that Staff determine the details. Staff will work on putting together a Holiday Party for both the Oak Park and the Stockton Blvd PBID’s.

Oak Park Community Center Halloween Event Request for Funds- Stuart Eldridge (Chair) agreed to contribute $100.00 for the event.
